A reading from the Holy Gospel according to (John 241-11)

This was the first of the signs given by Jesus - at Cana in Galilee.

When they ran out of wine,
since the wine provided for the wedding was all finished, the mother of
Jesus said to him, 'They have no wine? Jesus said, 'Woman why turn to me?

His mother said to the servants, Do whatever he
tells you. There were six stone water jars standing there, meant for the
ablutions that are customary among the Jews: each could hold twenty or
thirty gallons.
